Or, “How We Drove Our Corvettes over 20,000 Miles 
in 2012 and Loved Every Minute of It!”  First of all, 
you should know that our Corvettes are not our daily 
drivers.  These miles were all “fun miles”!  Every 
month of the year saw us on the road to somewhere 
interesting in one of our Corvettes.  Sometimes just 
an overnight cruise to Whidbey Island or a day trip to 
the Olympics, but we were out there cruising.   
Whidbey has great wineries and if you haven’t yet 
found Captain Whidbey Inn, you’re missing a fun bit 
of history and the best mussels right off the boat from 
Penn Cove.  

We have two Corvettes for cruising, a 2010 
Jetstream Blue Grand Sport Convertible with 29,000 
miles and a 2006 Monterey Red Corvette Coupe with 
40,000 miles.  

Both of these Corvettes  
were Purchased new and 
each was a National Corvette 
Museum delivery (R8C).  

In 2012 we drove the Grand Sport a total of 10,692 
miles and the 2006 a total of 10,257 miles. The 2006 
has the 3LT trim, LS2 6.0 Liter 400 hp engine, 6-
speed automatic with paddle shift, magnetic selective 
ride control, Navigation, dual roof package, head-up 
display, chrome wheels, an after-market Corsa 
exhaust and Michelin Pilot Sport run flat tires. The 
GS was ordered with the 6-speed manual, chrome 
wheels, navigation, victory red fender strips, GS 
heritage package, 4LT custom leather wrapped 
interior package, power convertible top, LS3 6.2 Liter 
435 hp engine with dual-mode exhaust and Z16 
performance package. Both Corvettes are averaging 
about 26 mpg. 

Our first long trip was last March.  We planned to 
cruise to California, visit friends, taste wine and then 
go on to Arizona by way of Old Route 66.  We hadn’t 
driven the leg from LA to Flagstaff and thought late 
winter would be a good time to do it.  The trip was 
doomed from the beginning.  We drove in snow from 
Olympia to southern Oregon (not a whole lot of fun in 
a Corvette but exciting!) and dodged rain drops in 
northern California.  The rain was OK, but when we 

got word of Interstate 80 being closed because of 
heavy snow through northern Arizona, we turned 
around and headed for home.  April saw us on the road 
with a few Corvette friends planning out the Oregon 
Covered Bridges/Waterfall Cruise, and in May we lead 
the same cruise for club members who chose to join us.  
Early summer was spent cruising right around our local 
area – Lake Cushman, Hurricane Ridge, Astoria, OR, 
just to name a few places.  In July we headed south 
again to the wine country of southern Oregon.  If you 
enjoy a good Pinot Noir, the Umpqua Valley is the 
place to go.  We recommend a relaxing stay in the tiny 
town of Elkton.   

In August we set off on a five week cruise to the mid-
west to visit family and friends.  The trip took us as far 
north as the Upper Peninsula of Michigan and as far 
east as the Tennessee/North Carolina border where we 
enjoyed a very fun run over and back on the Tail of the 
Dragon.  We gave a couple of motor cycle rider’s pause 
as they couldn’t keep up with our ‘vette on the corners!  
As we headed west again, we stopped at the National 
Corvette Museum and cruised back to our son’s home 
along the Kentucky Bourbon Trail through Bardstown, 
KY.  Our daughter Kristen joined us at Michael’s in her

Convertible (also NCM delivery) and with the kids at the 
wheels; we visited several wineries along the Ohio 
River in southern Indiana and northern Kentucky.   

In mid-September, we lead a beer run with a few 
friends to northern Idaho and western Montana.  A 
stopover at Flathead Lake and a visit to our favorite 
B&B in our hometown of Helena were highlights of the 
trip for us – not to mention all the great beers we had 
the chance to sample.  In October a couple of friends 
mentioned that they wanted to go to Missoula, so we 
planned another trip to Montana.  This time we drove 
over the North Cascades and Sherman Pass with its 
curvy roads <!> through northern Washington.  The trip 
included overnight stays at favorite B&Bs in the Methow 
Valley and Libby, Montana.  We were treated to 
spectacular fall colors all along the way. 

The year came to a close with another trip to the 
beautiful wine country of southern Oregon and another 
visit to Whidbey Island.  Near or far, we have so many 
wonderful places to visit in our great country and so 
many right here in our Pacific NW.  So pick a 
destination, get a few friends together – or include the 
whole club!
