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Corvette of the Month 
When I was 9 years old my two uncles both had 

muscle cars. One had a ô69 Shelby GT500, the 
other had a ô70 Corvette (427, 4-speed). Needless 
to say, I became a muscle car aficionado at an early 
age. My father was a Chevy man and I sort of 
followed suit. I appreciated particular models from 
all the other companies, but was hooked on the 
Corvette. My dream car became a ô68 ï ô72, red with 
a 435 h/427 4-speed. All my life my jaw would hit 
the floor with drool spilling out every time I came 
across one. I swore that I would have one someday. 
Along with life came other priorities. I had some nice 
street cars, but never able to invest in a óVette. 
Every year I would drool over the new models and 
features.  

 

Time went by, women came and went, 
responsibilities changed, and all of the sudden I 
found myself with a little money to spend on a car. I 
had 20 K which isnôt much but I started window 
shopping to see what kind of Corvette this would 
buy. Early C-3ôs in this price range seemed to be 
pretty beat up. For the first time in decades I found 
myself without a garage to work in. To get one in the 
condition I wanted, it was going to run twice that, 
and I would have a real hard time daily driving that. I 
had pretty much resigned myself to a cherry C-4.

Elliot Bay Auto Brokers over in Seattle, had one 
lonely Corvette in their lot surrounded by Mercedes, 
Maserati, Jaguar, and Porsche. It was a beautiful 
Torch Red and jumped off my computer screen as if 
to slap me and say "Hey, how about me?" She was 
listed as a 2001 Corvette Coupe, LS-1, six-speed 
manual, new clutch, tires and brakes $25,000. I took 
my $20K in cash and headed for Seattle. Upon 
further inspection I found it had: 50,000 miles, 
Memory package, 6-way adjustable power leather 
sport seats, body side moldings, transparent roof 
panel, dual-zone climate control, Electrochromic 

mirrors, FE and F45 suspension upgrades, active 
handling system, twilight sentinel, fog lamps, Head 
Up Display, Bose stereo with 12 disc changer, and 
ISC ï Corvette Coupe Preferred Equipment Group 
2. 

It took some time but I was able to talk them 
down to 20 k, tax and license, out the door. I was 
thrilled. It took 40 years, but I finally had a Corvette! 
The first thing I did was take a month off and went 
on a road trip. I headed up and around on 101 
following down the coast stopping in Seaside for a 
few days, Crescent City, San Francisco for a few, 
down to Hwy 1 and on to Santa Monica for a couple 
days. From there I headed over to Vegas to visit a 
friend, spent a week, then up to Tahoe for 3 days, 
Reno to visit another friend, Rose City and home. I 
have close to 1 million miles driving both 
professionally and personal and this 5,000 mile trip 
was the most exhilarating, comfortable drive of my 
life! For those of you I didnôt put to sleep, thank you 
for reading, and if I wasnôt perfectly clear I LOVE MY

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Tech Talk 
Those Troubling C5 Trouble Codes

A friend with a C5 Corvette stopped by this week 

asking about displaying trouble codes for the 
Traction Control System. Most code scanners from 
auto parts stores will only display Powertrain trouble 
codes, but the C5 Corvette has seven different 
computers and other devices that are monitored by 
the on board diagnostic system. So unless you have 
a very expensive scan tool, here is an easy way to 
display all codes stored in your Corvetteôs diagnostic 
system: 

READING YOUR Corvetteôs Diagnostic Trouble 
Codes (DTC) 

This procedure should be carried out any time you 
experience a problem with your C5. Most inexpensive 
store bought aftermarket code readers will ONLY read 
power train DTCôs. Reading the DTCôs with the C5 built in 
code reader will allow you to read ALL the modules in the 
vehicle.  

The Diagnostic Display Mode is entered with the 
following procedure: 
1) Turn on the ignition but don't start the engine. 
2) Press the RESET button to turn off any warning 
messages. (i.e. door open, trunk open, etc.) 
3) Press and hold the OPTIONS button 
4) While holding OPTIONS, press FUEL button four times 
within a 10 -second period. 

Initially, the on-board diagnostics go into an Automatic 
Mode which will cycle through each module and shows 
diagnostic codes in a pre-set sequence: PCM - TCS - 
RTD - BCM - IPC - RADIO - HVAC - LDCM - RDCM - 
SCM - RFA. All codes will be displayed for each module. 
( i.e. PCM = 4 codes) If none are present in a given 
module, you will see No More Codes on the display.  

There are two types of diagnostic codes, Current and 
History designated with a letter suffix, ñCò or ñHò. A 
current code indicates a malfunction is present in the 
module displaying data. A history code indicates a 
problem existed sometime in the last 40 or 50 ignition 
cycles. When not accompanied by a current code of the 
same number, it is potential evidence of a previous 
problem, now resolved, that was not removed by clearing 
the codes. More likely it's an indication of an intermittent 
malfunction. 

Intermittent codes are the most challenging of the 
diagnostics. An intermittent code may have happened 
once, may have happened more than once but is 
inconsistent or may be happening on a regular basis but 
not at the time the codes are displayed. History codes 
can also be caused by a current malfunction in a system 
that is not operating at the time codes are displayed. An 
example is the rear window defogger which doesn't 
operate until the Body Control Module detects engine 
rpm. For history codes set by a module that does not 

operate with the key on and engine off, a special 
diagnostic tool called a Scan Tester is necessary to 
properly diagnose the malfunction. 

Once the system has displayed all modules, it goes 
into the manual mode which allows selection of each 
module using combinations of Driver Information Center 
buttons. Manual mode can also be entered during the 
automatic sequence by pressing any button except E/M. 
Once the display shows Manual Diagnostics, select a 
module by pressing the OPTIONS button to go forward or 
the TRIP button to go back. Once a module is selected, a 
code is displayed, and if more than one are present; 
press GAGES to go forward or FUEL to go back. 
To exit the diagnostic mode at any time, press E/M. If you 
want to erase codes in a given module, press and hold 
RESET. To reset the codes once in manual mode, press 
and hold RESET until it displays NO CODES Press 
OPTIONS to go to the next module. Repeat the steps 
until you have reset the codes in all the computer 
modules. 

NOTE!! Only reset the codes IF you want to - it is NOT 
necessary to do this. Clearing a code does not repair a 
problem. You are simply erasing the evidence of it in the 
module's memory. If you clear the code/s, and extinguish 
the Check Engine Light, your emissions status ready will 
NOT allow you to pass an emissions test until you have 
completed the required driving cycles. There are a few 
body module DTCôs that if set will prevent the module 
from operating properly. Once the DTC is cleared, the 
module will return to full function. This is not true for 
power train DTCs. 

If you have never read and cleared your codes, there 
will probably be a lot of old history DTCs. It is 
recommended that you clear your codes and see if any 
come back during a driving cycle. Those are the ones 
that you need to concentrate on diagnosing.  

Once you have the codes, the next question is: What 
to do with the information? 

First, consult the factory service manual. Any serious 
C5 Do-It-Yourself owner should invest in the Corvette 
Service Manual of the appropriate model year. The 
Service Manual is really a requirement if you want to 
understand and work on your C5.  

There are some very good C5 Diagnostic Trouble 
Code (DTC) explanation web sites!!! They also explain 
how to read the DTCs. Just enter your DTCs into a 
Google search and there will be a lot of resources at your 
disposal.

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What's Faster? 
Pounds per Horsepower (PpHP) is a 
major factor determining automobile 
performance. A very rough estimate 
of quarter mile elapsed time for road 
cars* is: ET = 6 seconds+3PpHP/4. 

Per the May 2013 Road & Track 
Mag, the 1967 49 Lotus weighs in at 
1100 lbs with a 410 HP V8 and the 
2013 638 HP ZR1 weighs 3400 lbs. 
Due to its lower PpHP, the Lotus 
quarter mile ET should be faster. In a 
real-world test, including cornering 
on the 3.4 mile Circuit of Americas 
track, the Lotus had a 3.14 seconds 
faster Lap time than the ZR1.

Positive Crankcase Ventilation (PCV) Systems 
Answer: A. on tank engines built by Cadillac during World War II. A 
closed PCV system kept water out of the engineôs crankcase when 
the tanks forded streams. 
B. All Formula One cars were required to have PCV systems 
beginning in 1955 to help keep oil residue off the racetracks. 
C. Used on military transport planes beginning in 1958. A PCV 
system enabled the planes to fly at higher altitudes without depleting 
engine oil.
