Danish driver Allan Simonsen died in 
a high-speed crash at the famous Le 
Mans 24 Hour endurance race, 
organizers said Saturday. Simonsen, 
34, one of the most experienced 
sports car drivers in the world, was 
competing for Aston Martin in the 
GTE-Am class. He was at the wheel 
-- less than 10 minutes into the race -
- when his car left the circuit on the 
Tertre Rouge corner and crashed 
heavily into the safety barriers. 

Audi AUDI R18 e-tron Quattro won 
the 24 Hours of Le Mans, Loic 
Duval, France; Tom Kristensen, 
Denmark; Allan McNish, Britain; Audi 
No. 2, 348 laps, and dedicated its

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Corvette of the Month: the C7 
Enemy Of The Same, Best Corvette Ever? 

After months of anticipation and hype, 
Chevrolet is finally letting the next-generation 
Corvette out for test drives. Reviews indicate 
that General Motors has hit the mark, 
balancing a towering legacy with the 
technological demands of a new century. A 
major step forward in the Corvette's evolution, 
the Stingray nonetheless sticks to the 60-year-
old formula - premium power and handling on a 
Chevrolet budget. 

The 2014 Corvette Stingray is the most 
powerful standard Corvette model ever, with an 
estimated 455 horsepower and 460 lb.-ft. of 
torque. It is also the most capable standard 
Corvette model ever. When fitted with the optional 
Z51 performance package and magnetically 
controlled suspension system, the all-new 6.2L 
455-hp LT1 V-8 engine óVette can accelerate from 
0-60 mph in 3.8 seconds, and cover the quarter 
mile in 12 seconds flat at 119 mph. 
ñItôs a wonderful car that should breathe a lot 

of new life into the Corvette,ò Motor Trend 
magazine technical director Frank Markus said. 
ñItôs a great new Corvette.ò 

According to Fox News: "Chevrolet has cooked 
up a sure-fire classic in the all-new seventh-
generation car. The Bowtie brandôs super coupe 
has rarely left anything on the table when it comes 
to performance, but now it has the refinement to go 
along with it. No more walk-through panel gaps or 
rental car interior appointments; just a well-sorted 
vehicle fully up to the snuff of its $52K base price 
tag, a mere two grand more than the outgoing C6." 

Styling: It sports a familiar shape, but 
enhanced in every way. It is a deliberate shift 
from tradition that sets the C7 apart from 
earlier Corvettes on the road. The styling, 
which dumps the iconic round taillights and soft 
curves in favor of an angular profile that gives 
this seventh-generation 'Vette a digital look. 
The design looks better ð if no less edgy ð in 
person. There's a three-dimensionality to the 
LED taillights that photos don't capture. 

Engine: Under the hood is a 6.2-liter V8 
thatôs as new as the rest of the car; with direct 
fuel injection and variable valve timing puts out 
455 hp and 460 lb-ft of torque. Both figures are 
the highest of any entry level Corvette in 
history. Cylinder deactivation allows it to 

operate as a V4 at speeds up to 100 mph when 
youôre taking it easy on the throttle, you easy-
going midlife crisis guy. The payoff for doing so 
is an EPA highway rating of 29 mpg on 
Corvettes fitted with the standard manual 
transmission. Thatôs a seven-speed manual 
transmission; Corvette chief engineer Tadge 
Juechter swears heôs seen 38 mpg on a 
highway run. 

Interior: The new cabin is a clear upgrade 
in sound isolation, quality of materials and fit 
and finish. Thoughtful touches abound, like a 
fully customizable digital instrument panel and 
the small redundant climate control buttons for 
the passenger near their door. The 3LT 
package: For $8,000, buyers get a suite of 
luxury touches including power heated and 
cooled Napa leather seats, a touch-screen 
navigation system with Chevy's MyLink 
infotainment setup and a heads-up display. 

Performance: The $2,800 Z51 performance 
package - a must-have, as it includes special 
gear ratios, an electronically controlled limited 
slip differential, separate transmission cooling 
system, and 19-inch wheels up front and 20-
inch wheels in the back. Additional 
performance is also provided by the Magnetic 
Ride Control suspension setup for $1,795 and 
the dual-mode performance exhaust for 
$1,195. Two transmissions are available: a 
seven-speed manual gearbox with active rev-
matching, or a six-speed automatic 
transmission with paddle shifters. 

All these changes make for an incredibly 
compelling sports car. Like the 1967 L88 Track 
version, the C7 is ready to dance right out of the 
box. The edgy styling that Chevy sees as crucial 
to the Corvette's future may not be for everyone ð 
but the rest of the car absolutely is.

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2014 Stingray Premiere Edition 
From Car & Driver Blog 

 
The launch of any new Corvette is significant, 

and the new-for-2014 C7 model launching this year 
brings sweeping changes, including upgraded 
performance and a more contemporary, 
international styling. To mark the carôs debut, 
Chevrolet is prepping the Corvette Stingray  
Premiere Edition. The vision for the Premiere 
Edition is to provide a highly contented 2014 
Corvette Stingray that features a number of the 
available dealer installed accessories pieces. This 
limited production run of approximately 500 coupes 
and 500 convertibles will appeal to Corvette 
enthusiasts looking for a more exclusive Corvette 
Stingray in the $76,000 range. 

While the engine options remain unchanged, the 
coupe will be delivered only with the 7 speed 
manual transmission and the roadster will get the 6 
speed automatic. There are Stingray logos on the 
center caps of the chrome wheels and on the sill 
plates, a prominent ñstingerò stripe on the hood, and 
'Vette-branded luggage designed by Thule. Based 
on the top-level 3LT trim, the Premiere Vette comes 
only in Laguna Blue and features brown faux suede 
upholstery and interior trim, as well as the carbon-
fiber trim décor package and an exposed carbon-
fiber roof on the coupe. 

The Premier Editions can also be identified by 
their VIN numbers, the run of which starts with 
300001, and by an individually numbered plaque on 
the dashboard. Tire-munching performance is 
guaranteed by the 455-hp, LT1 small-block V-8 as 
well as the standard Z51 performance package and 
Magnetic Ride Control. A variable exhaust system 
ensures the full attention of neighbors and 
bystanders. 

If you are in the market for a C7, take a hard look 
at one of these, and weôd advise you start working 
the phones nowðthese future collectibles are surely 
going to be snapped up quickly starting in late 2013. 

 August cruises included Whaling days (Late 

July), the First Tuesday at Sharis, the 500 Corvettes at 
Puyallup and at the LeMay Museum, the Corvette 
display at the Keyport Naval Base (H3), and a wet trip 
to Westport. 

 

The Case Against Ethanol 
Fed a steady diet of corn, a staggering number 

of vintage vehicles in the United States are now 
suffering from clogged arteries. The culprit? 
Ethanol. 

The issue is straightforward. Countries around 
the world are supplementing their gasoline with 
biofuels, primarily ethanol. In the United States, 
ethanol is distilled from corn. Supplementing the 
petroleum based fuel supply in this manner may be 
a well-intentioned effort to reduce oil dependency,

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but it is not cost effective and results in severe 
consequences to your collector vehicleôs engine. 

Most new vehicles are constructed with 
materials that resist ethanolôs potentially harmful 
properties when small concentrations of the 
biofuel are used, such as 10% ethanol by volume 
(E10). However, that is not the case with older 
cars and current high-performance specialty 
parts. 

Condensation created by this gasoline can 
damage engines and result in corrosion, rust, 
clogging and deterioration of fuel-system 
components. 

The U.S. Congress enacted the Renewable 
Fuel Standard (RFS) in 2005 and then set 
ambitious mandates for the amount of ethanol to 
be blended into gasoline each year, going from 9 
billion gallons in 2008 to 36 billion gallons by 
2022. In order to meet the ever-growing RFS 
biofuel mandate, the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) recently permitted the 
sale of 15% ethanol (E15) in gasoline. In the 
process, the EPA acknowledged that E15 poses 
a risk to older cars and therefore made it ñillegalò 
to fuel pre-ô01 vehicles. 

However, the agency is only requiring a 
gasoline-pump warning label to alert motorists 
that E15 could potentially cause equipment 
failure in older vehicles. 
The EPAôs decision has spawned a huge 

battle across America. A coalition of unlikely 
partners has come together to fight E15. They 
include organizations such as the SEMA Action 
Network (SAN) representing collector cars and 
their owners, along with the boating industry, 
lawn-equipment manufacturers and the oil 
industry. It also includes the food industry (corn 
prices are increasing as a portion of the crop is 
being diverted to fuel) and environmentalists (the 
land, transportation and energy costs to produce 
ethanol undermine the benefits). 
The battleôs outcome is still unknown. 
The EPAôs decision is being challenged before 

the U.S. Supreme Court. In Congress, lawmakers 
are considering legislation to ban E15 and also 
reduce the RFS mandates, the driving force 
behind E15. Both H.R. 875 in the U.S. House of 
Representatives and S. 344 in the U.S. Senate 
are supported by the SAN. A timeframe for 
resolving the debate is unclear, but the issue has 
become very contentious. 

While it is now legal to sell E15 in America, 
there are only a handful of stations currently 
marketing the product. The infrastructure for 

most stations has not yet been certified for the 
fuel. More importantly, most automakers have not 
certified their vehicles for E15. Therefore, they 
may void the warranty for any E15-related 
damage. 

This year, states such as Florida, Maine, 
Oregon and West Virginia have taken the lead in 
dealing with the ethanol issue on a local level. For 
auto enthusiasts in the United States, the message 
to lawmakers and regulators about ethanol has 
been clear: ñHit the brakes on E15.ò

Did You Know? 
Harold E. LeMay (September 4, 1919 ï November 4, 2000) was 
the owner of Harold LeMay Enterprises, a refuse company in the 
Tacoma, Washington metro area.

 
Harold LeMay amassed the 

largest privately owned collection of automobiles, motorcycles, 
trucks, all manner of other vehicles and related memorabilia in the 
world. At its peak, the LeMay Collection numbered in excess of 
3,000 vehicles and thousands of "automobilia" artifacts. The 
Collection, recognized by many as a national treasure, represents 
the American experience with the automobile as it spans the 20th 
century and features virtually every American make, as well as 
numerous foreign cars. Currently, the bulk of the LeMay Collection 
is still housed on LeMay property. Many of the automobiles are in 
the process of being donated to the LeMay Museum in order to be 
accessible to the public. 
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The Highest Priced Corvette 
The first built 1967 Corvette L88 427 

convertible sold at Mecum Auctions in 
2010 for $1.3 million. It was originally 
ordered by Peter DeLorenzo, the son of 
a GM public relations executive. It 
raced, and won, on a number tracks 
around the country.  

Only 20 1967 L88s were built and, of 
those, only 14 are known to survive. 
You will have a chance to bid on 
another one of the 20 at the Dallas 
Mecum Auction, September 4-7, 2013: 
Lot S123 1967 Chevrolet Corvette L88 
Convertible. Originally purchased by 
Jim Elmer of Portland, OR. Elmer 
bought the car to race; he made his first 
pass with the new car fresh out of the 
box at Puyallup Dragway in Puyallup, 
WA; running an ET of 11.47secs.
