Tech Talk:

Last month we listed some checklist items to prepare for
winter. Make sure your vehicle is ready for winter with these
additional inspections below.

1 Have your battery checked before winter sets in, cold
weather requires higher amperage to start your
vehicle than warmer weather and a marginal battery
may fail during a cold snap leaving you stranded.

1 Have your engine oil changed to the correct viscosity
level for your geographical area along with inspecting
all fluid levels and having them topped off as needed.

1 Make sure your heater is in good working order before
the cold weather sets in.

1 Abs lamp on? Did you know that if your anti-lock
brake lamp is on and your vehicle is equipped with a
traction control system, that both your abs and
traction control systems might be disabled
compromising the handling of your vehicle? If the abs
lamp is on, have it repaired before winter driving.

1 If you have a 4 wheel drive vehicle, make sure to test
the 4 wheel drive system prior to inclement weather.
There is nothing worse than knowing you have it, to
find out when you need it, it does not work.

in Braselton, Ga. In GT Le Mans (GTLM), Tommy
Milner and Oliver Gavin posted one of their strongest
showings of the year en route to a competitive fourth-
place finish in the No. 4 Corvette Racing Chevrolet
Corvette C7.R. The pairing led four times in class
before just missing the class podium. It was a
remarkable charge from a ninth-place qualifying effort.
Milner picked up two spots at the start and never fell
back further than seventh. By the two-and-a-half-hour
mark, Gavin was in podium position. He led for the first
time about an hour later.

The No. 3 Corvette C7.R of Antonio Garcia, Jan
Magnussen and Ryan Briscoe placed eighth in GTLM
after a promising start that saw Garcia lead at the end
of his opening triple-stint. A quick stop for fuel and tires
after the Spaniard's second stint moved the No. 3
Corvette from fourth to first in class.

After Garcia's third stint, Magnussen took over in the

Corvette but disaster struck almost immediately. The
leading group of GTLM cars left the pit lane at nearly
the same time. But the pit exit was closed and a pile-up
involving a Ferrari, a Porsche and Magnussen resulted
in significant left-front damage to the No. 3 Corvette. By
the time Magnussen came back around and the crew
made its repairs, the car had lost four laps.

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Origins of the Chequered Flag
The exact origins of the use of a
chequered flag to end races are lost in
history, although there are many
theories.

The earliest known photographic
record of a chequered flag being used
to end a race was from the 1906
Vanderbilt Cup race held in Long
Island, New York.

A 2006 publication "The Origin of the Checker Flag:
A Search for Racing's Holy Grail, by Fred Egloff,
traces the flag's origin to one Sidney Waldon, an
employee of the Packard Motor Car Company, who
in 1906 devised the flag to mark "checking stations"
(now called "checkpoints") along the rally-style
events of the Glidden Tour.
